Conditions of award of bursary for 

BSMM/UCL Diploma/MSc in Medical Mycology
1. Applications for a bursary must be submitted to the Honorary Secretary at least three months prior to the start of the course.
2. An essay of no more than 500 words (in English) outlining the benefit of undertaking the course to the individual, their host lab and the furtherance of mycology in their country must be included with the application.

3. Applicants must include a brief CV (no more than 2 A4 pages).

4. A signed declaration from a sponsor at the host institution supporting the individual to undertake the proposed course of study must accompany the application.

5. The amount of any bursary will be restricted to the cost of the course and may not be for the full amount. Preference will be given to candidates who have sought a proportion of the funding from elsewhere.
6. Bursaries will be awarded on a competitive basis taking account of the submitted essay.

7. The scheme will be administered by the Executive Committee having due regard to the Society’s resources.

8. Payment to the student will be on an annual basis (two payments for the Diploma and three for the MSc) and will cover a proportion of the fees payable annually by the student to UCL.

9. Recipients of bursaries will be expected to become members of the BSMM
